HELMET ANATOMY
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SIZING - HOW TO MEASURE HEAD SIZE

Using a measuring tape at 
approximately 13mm (½”) above 
eyebrows and ears, measure 
head CIRCUMFERENCE. 
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In the absence of a caliper, 
use 2 pencils. Hold one pencil 
at either side of head above 
ears. An extra set of hands is 
important to ensure pencils 
are straight. Measure distance 
between pencils – this is the 
WIDTH measurement.
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In the absence of a caliper, 
use 2 pencils. Hold one pencil 
between eyebrows and one at 
the back of head. An extra set 
of hands is important to ensure 
pencils are straight. Measure 
distance between pencils – this 
is the LENGTH measurement.
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User will obtain the most accurate head measurements using a tape measure for circumference and 
a caliper for length and width. 

Evaluate size while wearing the typical, everyday headwear, hairstyle, head coverings, etc., worn 
with helmet. 

FIT & CUSTOMIZATION
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SIZING - HELMET
•	 Head circumference is the best predictor of helmet size – start there and refine using length and 

width measurements as needed.

•	 Be sure to also evaluate fit with additional equipment (headset, cold weather gear, eye protection, 
etc.) as these will all affect the amount of space needed in helmet.

•	 With use, liners get worn in and compressed or stretched, and helmet may feel larger so make 
sure to have snug fit when trying on with new liner system.

Snap fitband arm posts towards front of helmet 
for narrower fit.

Nape pad should rest at the base of skull. Adjust 
higher if needed.

Users may prefer a higher nape pad position 
for increased neck range of motion while in the 
prone position.

PICATINNY RAIL ADAPTER

Squeeze the end tab and slide the adapter onto 
rail channel tab-first. Once in the preferred 
position, release the tab and tighten the screw 
to secure the adapter in place.

CROSS BASE RAIL ADAPTER

Attach the desired accessory onto the rail 
adapter. Tighten screws provided with the 
accessory to secure it in place. Pinch the tabs 
on either side of the adapter and slide onto rail. 
Release the tabs when in the preferred position.

ACCESSORY COMPATIBILITY
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HELMET COVER 
(Ordered Separately)

1.	 Align the front hole in the helmet cover with the mount of 
the helmet.

2.	Pull cover over helmet shell, ensuring seams of cover are 
symmetrical and there are minimal ripples in the fabric.

3.	Pull loop tabs tightly over helmet edge and adhere to hook dots 
already installed in helmet. The loop tabs should not cover any 
holes in helmet.

ONE-TIME EVENTS
If a severe impact damages the helmet resulting in dented or flattened areas, the helmet performance 
might be reduced. The helmet system should be replaced.

HELMET COVER CAN BE WORN TO MINIMIZE WEAR AND TEAR ON THE HELMET SHELL LOOP 
AND PAINT.

IF ANY DEFECTS ARE DETECTED, THE DAMAGED COMPONENTS MUST BE REPLACED BEFORE USE.

RECOMMENDED MAINTENANCE: ALL USERS
1.	 Clean the helmet with a mild soap and water

2.	Check that the retention system bolts are tight

3.	Clean the Loop to remove dust and dirt by using air pressure

4.	Visually check the shroud and rails for signs of breakage

5.	Visually check the fit band for signs of breakage

6.	Check that the rear dial on the fit band works properly

7.	 Check that the retention system does not have any damage, that the buckle and strap tensioners 
open and close properly
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
